	EXPLANATION:
	The photo below shows a pixel-based image. A .jpg, .tif, or .bmp - notice the jagged edges, blurriness, & "pixelation." These kinds of files (noticeably) are made up of tiny squares called pixels.
	The photo below is what vector-based line art looks like - crisp and clear - no matter how big you need it.
	The photo below shows how vector-based line art is different from pixel-based images. Notice the fine lines and points exist instead of jagged pixels.

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	USAGE:
	pixel based art: ONLY high resolution images may be used for digital printing. The one above would be too low resolution.
	vector-based art = excellent for digital printing. Can be enlarged to any size.
	vector-based line art is a MUST for cutting vinyl. This allows the vinyl plotter (cutter) to follow the points/lines as it cuts the artwork.
